Emergency and First Aid Procedures: Health Hazards (Acute and Chronic): Irritation of exposed tissues, especially eyes, 
skin, throat, nasal cavities and other mucous membranes. Eyes: Flush with plenty of cool water for at least 15 minutes. Consult a 

physician. 
Skin: May be irritating to skin. Flush with water and wear gloves in the future 

to minimize exposure.  Wash hands thoroughly after handling. 
Discontinue use if irritation persists and consult a physician. 

Inhalation: Remove from exposure.  Obtain medical attention immediately. 

Signs and Symptoms of Exposure: SKIN: Irritation of exposed tissues. EYES: 
Liquid can cause irritation. High concentrations (>400 ppm) of isopropanol 
can also cause irritation. INGESTION: Causes diarrhea, nausea, vomiting, 
cramps, and gastrointestinal irritation. May aggravate pre-existing liver 
and kidney problems. INHALATION: Can cause drowsiness. Causes 
irritation of mucous membranes at exposures of 400 ppm for 3 to 5 
minutes.  Extreme overexposure can cause unconsciousness and death. 
Isopropyl alcohol can be detected by its smell at concentrations below 
200 ppm. 

Ingestion: May be harmful if swallowed. Drink large amounts of water or milk. 
DO NOT induce vomiting. Get medical attention immediately. Avoid 
contamination of foods.

SECTION 7 – PREVENTATIVE AND CONTROL MEASURES 
Ventilation: Local Exhaust: Recommended to control below TLV of 400 ppm 

for isopropanol. 
 Mechanical: To control below TLV of 400 ppm for isopropanol. 
Skin Protection:  Use neoprene, rubber, or other chemical resistant gloves. 

Wear protective clothing to prevent repeated or prolonged contact. 

Steps to be Taken if Material is Spilled or Released: Eliminate all ignition sources. 
Persons not wearing proper protective equipment should be excluded 
from the area of the spill. Stop spill at sources, dike area of spill to 
prevent spreading. Pump liquid to salvage tank. Absorb liquid on 
absorbent material and shovel into containers. This product is toxic to 
fish. Prevent runoff to sewers, streams or other bodies or water.   

Eye Protection: Splash goggles, or safety glasses if splashing is not a concern. 

Respiratory Protection: In general, respirators are not needed if the product is 
used in a well-ventilated area.  

Work/Hygienic Practices: As good hygiene dictates. 

Waste Disposal:  Waste disposal must be done in accordance with all local, 
city or municipality, county, state, and federal regulations. Consult your 
state department of neutral resources or the EPA for specific questions 
not answerable through other sources.
